The board shall refuse to certify an ADM applicant or course for certification:

(1) If applicant fails to demonstrate that the applicant’s curriculum is substantially different from the curriculum of other programs in which the applicant has common ownership or a financial interest.

The curriculum and the manner of presenting the curriculum use different organization, videos, and demonstrative props than other programs; and

 A person participating in both classes would not believe the curriculum was developed by the same person or entity.

Common ownership means:

Ownership of or an interest in two or more schools by an individual or entity;

(b)
Ownership of or an interest in two or more entities that have an interest in a school; or
